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Infroducing the 21st Century Learning Alliance Fellowship

The Fellowship funding

The Fellowship aims to support classroom teachers and
those with leadership responsibility in schools (e.g. Heads
of Department, Heads of Year and leaders of the stages
from Foundation to Key Stage 5) who are exploring

the implications of what 21st century learning means in
practice either within general pedagogy, subject teaching
or school organisation.

A grant of £5,000 will be paid to the school in two
instalments so an account can be arranged for the
Fellow to draw off necessary funds for visits, resources
and release in order to pursue the identified study,
action-research.

Fellows will be expected to produce a presentation on
their findings in their chosen area of investigation and
development. It will be expected that the focus relates to
practice and an issue within their school and to have the
support of the leadership of the school.

A personal £1,000 honorarium, included within the
grant, will be paid on successful completion of the
Fellowship.

The Fellowship detail

Successful applicants, will be notified by July 10, 2009,
after which Fellows will be allocated an e-mentor.

The e-mentor will provide advice to the Fellow on project
related issues, as required. They will also link with the
school’s leader of CPD who will be expected to provide
some day to day support. The school’s full support is

ship will support enthusiastic teachers to investigate a topic that they are passi

critical and it is desirable that the school has a forum
where the Fellow can report their progress.

The 21st Century Learning Alliance will organise a day
seminar in January, 2010, when Fellows will present to
each other briefly on the progress of their project and
when e-mentors will also be present. This is likely to be
held in London.

Completion of the Fellowship will involve attendance at a
Friday/Saturday residential conference in July, when each
Fellow will make a summative presentation of their work
prior fo lodging a summary of what they have done on
the 21st Century Learning Alliance web site, in the library
of ‘next’ practice established.

In the following two years Fellows will be invited as
alumni to the subsequent years’ summer conferences.

Next Steps

If you would like to be considered for the Fellowship, you
must firstly gain permission and support from your school,
then complete the application on the website, by setting
out, in no more than 500 words, your proposal. It is
mandatory that you reference your school and the name
of the in-school leader of CPD on the form.
