Talking Faces – Inclusive Technology Ltd. 2001

What is it?

Talking Faces is a program that allows students to record their own voice and hear it played back while a face animates.

Accessibility

The main functions of Talking Faces (record, stop and play) can be operated by mouse or touchscreen, one or two switches or keyboard. The switches emulate Space and Enter. The scan box attempts to jump to buttons logically, e.g. when recording stops, the scan box jumps straight to ‘play’.

Keyboard shortcuts

Record

F1

Stop

F2

Play

F3

The inclusion of Keyboard shortcuts allows you to set up IntelliKeys overlays or Concept Keyboard overlays to operate the program.

The window size of the program is 640 x 480, so if you want to make the program fill the screen, change your screen resolution to 640 x 480.

More features - menu

All options are saved so that the program starts the way you left it last time.

File

Save as…
save the current recording to a .wav file.

Exit

exit the program.

Faces

Choose a face for the animation.

Access

Choose one or two switch access, the scan speed in one switch mode and choose the scan box colour.


Time out

Turns on or off a ‘Time out’ for recording. Choose how long you want the Time out to last. Warning: if the Time out is turned off and recording is not stopped your hard disc may get rather full!


Recording quality

Choose a recording quality. The better the quality setting, the larger the sound file.

What do I need to run it?

A Windows PC running Windows 95 or later, a sound card, speakers or headphones and a microphone.

Support

This program is unsupported. But, if you can’t make a recording, PLEASE check that your microphone is working in the Windows Sound Recorder and check your sound card settings.
