The number of Elected Council Members (as defined in Article 18) (excluding alternate directors and shadow directors) shall be not more than 9.  There shall be no limit on the number of Appointed Council Members (as defined in Article 18).”

(2)
by deleting existing Article 18 and substituting therefor the following Article 18:-


“18.
(1) 
The Company shall have two types of Council Members, namely:-

(a)
Council Members elected at general meetings of the Company pursuant to Article 19 (“Elected Council Members”) which shall include, for the avoidance of doubt, the Council Members appointed on the Company’s incorporation; and

(b)
Council Members appointed by a decision of the Council (“Appointed Council Members”).

(2)
If any Elected Council Member vacates his or her office for any reason other than retirement at a general meeting pursuant to Article 19, a Council Member may be appointed to fill such vacancy and such Council Member shall, for the purposes of these Articles, be an Elected Council Member.  


(3)
All Appointed Council Members shall retire at the next general meeting of the Company following their appointment and shall not be eligible for re-election at that meeting.


(4) 
In any case where, as a result of death, the Company has no Members and no Council Members, the personal representatives of the last Member to have died have the right, by notice in writing, to appoint a person to be a Council Member.


(5) 
For the purposes of paragraph (4) of this Article, where 2 or more Members die in circumstances rendering it uncertain who was the last to die, a younger Member is deemed to have survived an older Member.”

(3)
By amending Article 19 so that the word “Elected” is placed before the word “Council” each time that word appears in that Article.
